Ethics Code of the Czech Society of Aesthetic Plastic Surgery CLS JEP
1. Respect for the Code of Ethics of the Czech Medical Chamber issued on Dec 5, 1995.

2. Members must abstain from patient recruitment methods that are in contradiction to the esteem of the profession. This also applies to the manner of publicity of the health care facility. It is forbidden to use means of unfair competition when recruiting patients or clients, e.g. deceptive advertising, causing risk of confusion, parasitizing on the good name of others, detracting competitors, comparative advertising, imitating other registered trademarks, breeching trade secrets, etc.

3. Members must always see to it that fees charged for their care and services are appropriate. Agreements or activities based on speculation about health are incompatible with professional ethics.

4. Updating and increasing his/her expertise is a member’s incessant obligation. Members must be able to manifest the level of their education. 

5. Members must make a point to provide information and publicity that are true and in compliance with professional ethics. Members must participate in public health education.

6. Members are obliged to treat their subordinates fairly and to demand that their behaviour complies with the present Code of Ethics.

7. With regard to reviewing the work of other physicians, members should pay the highest possible collegial respect. A possible final opinion may be left to a forensic expert.

8. When performing their profession abroad (as based on their right to free movement given by The Constitutional Act of Basic Human Rights), members are obliged to comply with the Code of Ethics of the host country and to abide by local rules.
