Memorandum of Understanding

between

Czech Society of Aesthetic  Surgery
and
Indian Association of Aesthetic Plastic Surgeons (IAAPS)

A. Parties

This AGREEMENT is made between Czech Society of Aesthetic Surgery and Indian Association of Aesthetic Plastic Surgeons (IAAPS)
B. Statement of Principles

The relationship between the two societies is founded on the following fundamental principles:

· The Parties will operate under the spirit of cooperation and mutual benefit.
· Both Partis will act with appropriate equal, transparency and accountability.
· Both Parties will respect each other’s autonomy.
C. In the acknowledgment of a spirit of cooperation and mutual benefit Czech Society of Aesthetic Surgery  agrees to:

Mutual benefit

1. Provide special discounted registration rates for active members of IAAPS attending the meeting held by Czech Society of Aesthetic Surgery, which is almost the same as the members of Czech Society of Aesthetic Surgery.
2. Czech Society of Aesthetic Surgery will help IAAPS promote the meeting announcement news related to IAAPS in the oﬃcial website.

Meeting cooperation

1. Czech Society of Aesthetic Surgery agrees to organize or co-organize the international meetings between both societies.

2. Czech Society of Aesthetic Surgery agrees to assign its representative “International speakers” to attend and speak at the IAAPS meetings, upon IAAPS request with support in terms of registration fee and accommodation.

3. Czech Society of Aesthetic Surgery agrees to endorse selected oﬃcial meeting programs of IAAPS, and to promote them on its website.
D. In the acknowledgment of a spirit of cooperation and mutual benefit, and Indian

Association of Aesthetic Plastic Surgeons (IAAPS) agrees to:

Mutual benefit

1. Provide special discounted registration rates for active members of Czech Society of Aesthetic Surgery attending the meeting held by IAAPS, which is almost the same as the members of IAAPS.

2. IAAPS will help promote the meeting announcement news related to Czech Society of Aesthetic Surgery  in the oﬃcial IAAPS website.

Meeting cooperation

1. IAAPS agrees to organize or co-organize the international meetings between both societies.

2. IAAPS agrees to assign IAAPS’s representative “International speakers” to attend and speak at the Czech Society of Aesthetic Surgery meetings, upon request with support in terms of registration fee and accommodation.

3. IAAPS agrees to endorse selected oﬃcial meeting programs of Czech Society of Aesthetic Surgery, and to promote them on the IAAPS website.

E. Related reciprocal benefits and consideration

Collaborative information exchange

Czech Society of Aesthetic Surgery and IAAPS agree to collaborate with each other as appropriate to further their alliance. They agree to dialogue between their executives where it may be of mutual benefit. Areas that may be covered under this information exchange may include:

· Training programs
· Education of the public through media
· Registries and research
Consultation

The parties will commit to consult generally in relation to all matters covered by this
agreement.

· The parties will develop a process by which the parties may meet regularly to discuss matters of common interest.
Evaluation

· Agreement will be evaluated every year by both parties to better execute the cooperation, collaboration and consultation.
Statement of Eﬀect:

The intention of this Agreement is to foster genuine and mutually beneficial collaboration and will not prejudice or aﬀect the rights of the parties to form agreements with others.

This Agreement is for an initial term of one (1) year from the date of signing, at which time the parties will evaluate. The agreement will automatically renew for subsequent 5 years for further evaluation, during which it will stop if one of the parties decides to terminate. The Agreement can be terminated proceeded by ninety-days advance written notice from one party to the other party.
